CHURCH LIFE SURVEY 2018

Re Church Life Survey to be held in all churches over the weekend of August 18/19

It is a nation wide survey organised by the Christian Research Association, and
has been run in the same year as the official census to correlate the Immediate
availability of reports. Reports are automatically produced from the data submitted
to the site, and can be accessed immediately by parishes.

Apart from demographic questions, the rest of the survey is an attitudinal one. The
questions ask you how you feel about belonging to your church and your parish,
what you most value; and ask the same questions about your faith. Questions are
asked about outreach into the community and your involvement.

All of this data leads to great tools for parishes to plan to meet the expressed
needs of their congregations

We ask all our parishioners, over the age of 15 years, to spend a
few minutes in filling up this questionnaire on the weekend of
18/19 August. As suggested by the CLS Committee of the Auck-
land Diocese, the Survey forms will be given out during homily
time.
