Jesus asks “Who do people say I am”?

One day Jesus asked his disciples,

· was Jesus pleased with what Simon said? 

  

· what do YOU think it was about Simon’s response that told  

 Jesus he was the one to lead the church? 

  

· who, do YOU think, revealed Jesus’ identity to Simon? 

  

Message … 

  

It takes a special light, given only by God, to let someone 

see or know in their hearts, that Jesus is the Son of God.  

Because of the answer Simon gave, Jesus knew that he  

was the right person to lead the disciples and the Church.
