Jesus said,

It is like what happens when a man goes away 

for a while and puts his 

servants in charge of everything. 

He tells each of them what to do, 

and he tells them to be on their guard, 

to be ready. 

 

They must be prepared for his return at any time 

so that he will always find them ready to greet him.

•  does anyone know when Jesus will return? 

  

  we all know that Jesus will return at the end of time but only  

  God knows when that will be. 

 

•  what does Jesus tell us to do? 

 

•  what is it we need to prepare / get ready? 

 

  we prepare our homes when visitors are coming.   

  Jesus asks us to prepare our hearts and lives for him. 

 

•  how can we do this? 

  POLISH our hearts and lives—make them shine 

  CLEAR OUT the rubbish—the bad things e.g. selfishness,  

  bad habits 

 

  only God knows when the second coming will be but, 

   in today’s gospel we are reminded that even if we don’t  

  know when, we should still be prepared and ready to greet  

  him always.
