Jesus said it's wrong to stay angry with someone. 

 What are some things that make you angry?  

 How can you stop being angry in a way that pleases God? 

Jesus said it's wrong to call someone a bad name. 

 Have you ever called someone a bad name?  

What happened to the person you called names and to your heart? 

What should you do if you hurt someone with your words? 

 Should you ask for their forgiveness, or just ask God to forgive you?  

 

If we have hurt someone, we should ask God to forgive us and we should go to the person we 

have hurt and ask them to forgive us.  

 When we have done that, God will be pleased and we will feel better. 

 

Pray:  

Dear God, sometimes we say things in anger that hurt other people. 

 Help us to guard against hateful and hurtful words and forgive us as we ask those we have hurt 

to forgive us as well.
