 (Mary Magdalene, Peter, and John) 

What did Mary Magdalene see when she went to the tomb? 

 (She saw that the stone was moved) 

Who did Mary run to tell when she saw the stone was moved? 

 (Peter and John) 

What did she tell Peter and John? 

She told them someone had taken their Lord away. 

When Peter and John looked in the tomb, what did they see? 

 (The linen cloths and the head cloth) 

Who ran to the tomb first? 

 (John) 

Who saw Jesus after the men left? 

 (Mary Magdalene)  

We are in God’s Family now because Jesus died for us.  

That makes Easter Sunday so Special.

Thank you, Jesus, that you died for us. 

Thank you for loving us so much. 

I believe in you Jesus, just like the disciples did. 

Help me to be happy and share your good news with others.
