Jesus is the good shepherd:

Like a shepherd, he knows each of his sheep by name and leads them
to safety.

The sheep know his voice and follow him; they run away from strangers
because they don't know their voice.

Jesus is the door:

He said, "l am the door". If you come through me, you will be saved and
will find what you need.

Thieves are not the shepherd:

The people who came before Jesus were like thieves who climbed over
the wall instead of using the door. They did not help the sheep but tried
to hurt them

A good shepherd will even die to save his sheep,
and Jesus did this for us.

He has the power to give his life and get it back again.
